Loretta Santelli opened with ‘Health Across All Policies’.  She mentioned the ‘community wealth building ‘ project re: Food Security.  AHI is a partner – Courtney is familiar with this initiative.
Office of Patient Quality & Safety is engaged with the federal SHIP/Sim that ends in January.
Nora Yates wants to bridge between clinical and community care.
Jan Chytilo referenced economic development such as NYSARDA that considers the Prevention Agenda
They also noted that the Public Health and Health Planning Council is holding hospitals and other Article 28 providers accountable for the  ‘community benefit’ requirement upon Certificate of Need (CON) review (16B).
There is a Prevention Agenda Listserv – if you are not receiving weekly emails, you my sign up.  There are also Training Module for the ‘learning management system’.
We asked that DOH preserve relationships developed under the PHIP grants including non-traditional partners such as Employers.  There was no solid answer re: how  current best practice PHIP programs would continue.  They we clear that PHIP was a five-year program that is ending.

We expressed support for collaboration with the O agencies and shared information about the Behavioral Health Care Collaboratives (that seemed to be news to them).
Nora closed with support for school-based health centers that are Article 28, 31 and/or 32.  She emphasized the importance of keeping the student at school even while participating in treatment .


DOH referenced the Office of Minority Health and we referenced Cultural Competency in our remarks.  [We have an opportunity to develop some curriculum/approaches for Amish and Mennonite families.]
