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1. We are already participating with HANYS, CHCANYS, NYSACHO, NYSPHA…
NYSARH is the only statewide organization specifically devoted to the issues, challenges and opportunities impacting the health and wellness of rural areas.
NYSARH members include hospitals, health centers, public health, primary care and behavioral health as well as many other types of organizations.  NYSARH provides a more holistic approach to health and wellness than an organization focused on one type of member.  NYSARH collaborates with these other  associations.

2. What does NYSARH do besides the annual conference?
NYSARH is engaged with our legislators in Albany.  Groups of NYSARH volunteers participate in an annual Advocacy Day and we submit testimony and public comment when appropriate.   NYSARH Board members are also engaged with leaders within the NYS DOH, OMH, OASAS, OPWDD.  NYSARH also partners with other associations concerned about rural communities such as Cornell Cooperative Extension, Farm Net, Area Health Education Centers, the EMT association…

3. Does NYSARH engage at the federal level?
	NYSARH volunteers participate in the National Rural Health Association Policy 
	Institute in Washington DC each year.  Board members attend national conferences 	to stay current with the latest best practices.

4. What is unique about NYSARH?
NYSARH brings a collaborative effort to address the issues of rural health. NYSARH Membership is not restricted to a particular sector or interest. Improving health in rural New York requires that health care providers and payers, non-profit and community health organizations, and local businesses and government work together and advocate to ensure that rural New York receives an equitable share of resources to ensure access to health care, services to address social determinants of health and critical infrastructure.  NYSARH is the meeting ground for collaborative work to improve health in rural New York State.
